





CHRISTMAS STOCKINGS: It is not too early to start knitting for Christmas. Make these fun and big stockings for
your loved ones. Learn embellishments and finishing. 3 two-hour sessions for $60.

DOMINO KNITTING: This class presents ideas in how to make accessories and garments from mitered squares.
They can be knitted as taught or you may personalize them with various colors and stitches. Project sample and
book with more ideas from Vivian Hoxbro available at the store.

ENTRELAC BAG: Intrigued by the mystery of this fascinating stitch, which looks like a knitted basket weave?
Learn the technique to pick up and knit a neighboring diagonal and attach it to another one.

FELT IT: Do you want a quick, fun and forgiving project? Learn all aspects of felting while creating a fabulous felted
hat, bag or scarf.

FINISHING WITH FINESSE: Discover innovative techniques to vary, customize, and modernize patterns. Learn
how and where to modify instructions to achieve the perfect fit and finish. Learn finishing variations that give a
smoother, more professional finish. Bring a project you want to finish, create a new one or make swatches to
practice.

FIRST SWEATER: Learn all aspects of sweater construction by knitting a sweater for you, a child or charity.

FIXING MISTAKES: Learn to fix a cable that is crossed the wrong way, pick up a lost stitch, attach a new ball of
yarn without ends to darn in, cross a cable without a cable needle, make your sweater
longer or shorter or bring your special problem. We can help you.

FRIENDS KNIT: A special time to gather with friends and knit at Temptations. No charge---just clean up your
mess!!

GIFTS: Do you need ideas for special gifts? How about scarves, pins, stockings and ornaments? Learn, discover
and create in this beginner/intermediate level class.

LACE KNITTING: A series of 6 classes for beginners. Learn the basics—yarn/needle selection, stitches, life-lines
and reading charts. We will cover design elements, motif patterns, fixing mistakes, edgings and bind offs. Six
two-hours sessions/book included for $130.

MAGICAL MOEBIUS KNITTING: The Moebius Basket is created with no beginning and no end!! It is a continuous
flow of movement. The basket knits quickly, makes a unique gift and is fun to create. You will learn a special
cast-on, applied I-cord, and felting. Previous knitting experience is required. 2 two-hour sessions for $40

MITTENS: Learn basic mitten construction on double pointed needles. Great use for left over yarn and a quick
gift to make!

MODULAR KNITTING: This class presents ideas in how to make accessories and garments from squares and
triangles. You may personalize them with various colors and stitches. Design your own combination.

NEEDLE FELTING: Embellish your own felted bag, pillow top, vest,---whatever by needle-felting a fun, funky or

fancy design. Make it your own unique piece. Design ideas are included in this class. Your own concepts are
encouraged.
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NORWEGIAN KNITTING: See 2-color knitting.

RELAXATION CLASS: Stiff shoulders and neck? Aching wrists, elbow or fingers? Tight back? We can help!!!
Sometimes knitters stress, strain and overwork these critical areas. Basic stretching and toning techniques can be
highly effective in alleviating these impediments to our knitting. In this class you will learn:

Basic principles of effective postural alignment
Helpful stretches to be done before, during and after knitting
Stretching and strengthening exercises for the wrist, lower arms, and postural muscles

Techniques to relieve back tension and open the chest and shoulders

SOCKS, SOCKS, SOCKS!!! You will love creating these comfortable, cozy socks that actually FIT. Learn to knit
socks on double-pointed needles, on the magic loop, or on two circulars. Create an elastic cast-on, a strong heel
and a beautifully finished toe.

SOCKS FROM THE TOE-UP: Learn another new way to knit socks by beginning at the toe and increasing to form
the heel and leg. Learn several elastic bind offs. These are the most comfortable socks you will ever knit. 3 two-hour
sessions for $60

TECHNIQUES: Learn methods to enhance your garments. Create a reference book with pages of instructions and
samples. Included are four ways to cast on, with how and when to use them; three ways to bind off; two different
I-cords; knitting backwards; short rowing; ways to join and change colors; and grafting.

TWO-COLOR KNITTING: Get to know classical and colorful Norwegian patterns as you discover the excitement
as your pattern grows. Start with a simple headband for cold winter outings. When ready—move to mittens and
sweaters.

THE PORTUGUESE TECHNIQUE: It’s not Continental, English or American style! This different way of holding
your work will be easier on your hands, faster, and makes the purl stitch a breeze! A DVD on this class is available
also!

WONDERFUL START FOR A GREAT FINISH: If you dread the moment of finishing your sweater or want to pay

someone to do it for you, this class will be an investment for a lifetime. Just learn a few skills in planning your
garment and finishing will be your favorite part!
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
